How to Register

Grades for classes are based on the grade the 
child WILL BE entering in September of 2025.
Registration can be done online- nutleyabc.org 
click on Let’s Learn or by mail, postmarked or date 
stamped no later than June 8th. Children may register 
for one or two classes. Class rosters will be filled as 
registrations and payment are received. Given the 
limited class sizes and the popularity of the program, 
the first choices of applicants cannot always be 
satisfied. Acceptable alternate choices should be 
indicated. In case of low enrollment, a class may 
be canceled.

Notification of course assignments will be made in 
June. That is when checks will be cashed. 
A late fee of $10 will be charged on all applications 
received after June 8th.
